ORDINANCE 2005-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE RANCHO MURIETA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT
ADOPTING CHAPTER 31 OF THE DISTRICT CODE, RELATING TO SOLID WASTE
' COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Directors of the Rancho Murieta Community Services District
Rancho Murieta, Sacramento County, California, as follows:

SECTION ONE:

Chapter 31, Solid Waste Collection and Disposal is hereby added to the District Code and
reads as follows:

SECTION 1 Findings—Purpose of Provisions

The Board of Directors does find and determine that the storage, accumulation, collection and
disposal of Solid Waste, and other discarded goods and material, is a service the District is
authorized to provide, and is a matter of great public concern in that improper control of such
matters can lead to air pollution, fire hazards, rat infestation, and other problems affecting the
health, welfare and safety of the District. The Board of Directors declares that the regulations in
Chapter 31 of this code provided are designed to eliminate or alleviate such problems.

The Board of Directors further finds as follows:
(a) Reduction of the amount of Solid Waste and conservation of recyclable materials is an
important public concern of the District by reason of the growing problem of Solid
Waste disposal and its impact on our environment;

(b) Recycling conserves valuable material resources and energy, and promotes greater
efficiency; and

(¢) Recycling will reduce the overall amount of Solid Waste presently generated, and thus
reduce storage, collection, transportation and disposal costs for residents of the
District,

SECTION 2 Definitions

Whenever Chapter 31 of this code the following are used, they shall have the meanings respectively
ascribed to them in this section:

(a) Bulky Waste or Large Items shall mean materials including furniture, carpets,
mattresses, inoperative and discarded refrigerators, ranges, water heaters, freezers, and
other similar household appliances, electronic equipment such as stereos, televisions,
computers, monitors, VCR’s and other similar items, clothing, tires, large green waste,
or some combination of such items in a container the dimensions and weight of which
container does not exceed four feet by four feet by two feet (4'x4°x2’) and sixty (60)
pounds, which are attributed to the normal activities of a residential dwelling. Bulky
Waste or Large Items must be generated by and at the physical location wherein the
large items are collected.

(b) Board shall mean the Board of Directors of the Rancho Murieta Community Services
District.

(c) Collection shall mean the operation of gathering together and transporting to the point
of disposal of rubbish and waste material.
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
